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Grammar summary 

Uncountable and Countable nouns, some – any – no 

 

Usage: 

A) In English some nouns are countable and some are not. We call them uncountable or 

mass nouns. They have only singular form and cannot be used with a/an. 

B) However, some nouns can be countable or uncountable with different meanings (e.g. a 

paper = noviny, some paper = papír)  

C) Some nouns are uncountable in English but countable in other languages (e.g. 

information, advice, furniture, bread, hair, luck, knowledge, work …………..) 

D) If we want to count uncountable nouns we use: a ………….. of + UnC noun (e.g. a 

glass, a bottle, a pack ………..) 

E) Since we cannot use a/an with them we very often use some or any with them 

F) There is also diference if we want to say „hodně“ a „málo“. For countable nouns we 

use many and a few, for uncountable nouns we use much and a little. We can use a lot 

of for both instead od much or many but usually in a positive sentence.  

G) Some we use in positive sentence with plurals of countable nouns or with uncountable 

nouns. In the same way but for negative sentences we use any. For polite questions 

(offers or requests) we use some, for others any. 

H) If countable nouns are singular we use for positive, negative sentences and questions 

only indefinite article. 

I) We use no when we want to make a sentence negative. We can use it for both – UnC 

and C nouns but be careful – there cannot be two negatives in one sentence, so when 

you use no the verb must be positive.
