Adjectives, Comparasion
Usage:
1) Forming comparative adjectives: a) short adjectives (one or two syllables): we add —er to
the adjectives.
b) short adjectives (one syllable) ending vowel and
consonant: we double last consonant + add —er.
c) short adjectives ending —y: we change y to i and add -er
d) long adjectives (two and more syllables): we do not
change the adjectives instead of this we use more placed in front of the adjectives.
e) irregular adjectives: good — better, bad — worse, far —
futher/farther.

2) Forming superlative adjectives: we use same rules as above but we add — est and we use
most instead of more. Irregular adjectives go like this: good — better — the best, bad — worse —
the worst, far — further — the furthest. Do not forget to add definite articles (the) to the

superlative forms.

3) Comparasion: we use comparative form and than (in Czech nez), or we can use as ....as (in

Czech tak — jako) also in negative sentences.

4) Remember — we very often use superlative form plus present perfect tense with ever when

we want to emphasize whole life experience.

5) We use two comparative forms with definite articles (the) to express dependence of two

elements (in Czech ¢im — tim)

6) We use two comparative forms with and in between to say that something is becoming to

exact state.

7) When we want to put stress we can add much in front of the comparative form.



8) Be careful with the pronouns after than or as — as, the best choice is to use objective

pronouns, if you use subjective pronoun you must add correct auxiliary verb.

9) We can also use less and the least. Less is the opposite to more and least to most.
