Usage: 

1) We use going to when we talk about planned future. It means we have already decided on 

the thing we are talking about now (plans, intentions).  

X 

We use will for instant decisions. It means decisions made at the moment of speaking.   

 

2) We use going to when we talk about certain future. It means we can predict future using 

information we know now, something we can expect to happen.  

X 

We use will whe we talk about future we are not certain about. It means something we believe 

or think will happen in the future.  

 

3) We also use will (not going to) for offers and promises and suggestions.  

 

4) Shall: In the past shall could be used instead of will, but in modern English we use shall  

only in formal English especially in writen English. In spoken language we use shall only 

with I and we to make suggestions and for offers.
