Future Tense – present continuous, present simple, future continuous, future perfect, to be 

about to 

Usage: 

1) We use present continous tense for the future, which has been planned and arranged. 

Sometimes we can use this tense instead of going to form with no difference in 

meaning. However, present continuous form emphasizes arrangements and going to 

form focuses on plans.  

2) We use present simple tense for the future when we speak about schedules, timetables 

etc.  

3) Future continuous form can be used instead of present continuous  for the 

arrangements. We also use future continuous form when we want to point out that at a 

certain moment in the future action will be in progress.  Future continuous is formed 

by modal verb will + verb be + ing form of the verb.  

4) Future perfect tense is used when we want to say that at the specific moment in the 

future something will be completed or finished. The tense is formed by modal verb 

will + have + past participle. It can also have simple and continous form.  

5) To be about to form is used for the future which is very likely to happen in very near 

future. It is formed by the correct form of the verb be + about to + infinitive of a verb.
