Present Tense  

Usage: 

1) There are two forms of present tense – simple and continuous.  

2) We use the present simple tense when we talk about: facts, permanent situation, 

routines, habits, schedules and timetables – we use it with adverbs of frequency like 

sometimes, always, never, often, usually, every + …. etc. 

3) We use the present continuous tense when we talk about: something which is 

happening now or around present and for arranged future. 

4) We also use present continuous with always for annoying behaviour.  

5) Be careful with dynamic and state verbs. We can use dynamic verbs in both forms 

simple and continuous, but state verbs are not usually used in continuous form.  

6) Common state verbs are: believe, belong, forget, want, understand, know, love, like 

hate, prefer, need etc.  

7) Some verbs can be used as either state or dynamic verbs. For example: think, feel, 

look, see, smell, taste appear. Usage and translation:
