Verb patterns 

Usage: 

1) Verb patterns = usage of -ing forms of verbs or infinitive forms of verbs.  

2) We use –ing forms: after prepositions, after certain verbs (most common: avoid, 

cannot face, cannot help, cannot stand, enjoy, fancy, feel like, imagine, insist on, keep, 

spend time, suggest etc.), as in Czech zpodstatnělé sloveso. 

3) We use infinitive forms: after adjectives, after certain verbs (most common: agree, 

decide, expect, fail, happen, hope, manage, mean, pretend, promise, refuse, seem, 

want etc.), to say why somebody does something – reasons, in Czech aby.  

4) Some verbs can be followed either by –ing form or infinitive form with no or very 

small difference in meaning (for example: I like to cook or I like cooking) 

5) Remember that some verbs change their meaning depending on wheather they are 

followed by an infinitive or –ing form. Some of them are:
